



North Newnton Parish Council
DRAFT Minutes of Parish council meeting held at Hilcott village hall on Monday 15th January 2018 at 7.00pm

Present: Carolyn Whistler (CW) – Chairperson, Kate Boulter (KB) Joint Vice Chair, David Brisker (DB), Joint Vice Chair, Malcolm Baker (MB).
In attendance: Tracey Pullen (TP) – Clerk, Fenella Rouse (FR) -  Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group Team Leader, Paul Oatway, Wilts CC.  1 member of the public attended the meeting.
 The meeting started at 7.00pm

1. Absence apologies and Declaration of interests   Apologies were received from Mac McLean. Councillors had no conflicts of interest with agenda items.
2. Minutes of Parish council meeting 20th November 2017. The minutes were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.







3. Neighbourhood Plan – Progress update
i. Progress update Just about to issue 3rd summary of activities reporting on Design Statement, Green Spaces and call for sites (opportunity for anybody owning land to put forward for development). This must stay open for 6 weeks. The summary will go out with Messenger at the end of the month.

ii. Parish on line – password sent to CW and FR. NNPC is now registered. Ongoing cost will be £60 pa inc vat
(to come out of NP Grant budget)

4. Co-opt new member.  CW proposed FR as a co-opted member of the Parish Council, all voted in favour. FR to complete Register of Interests on line and complete the Code of Conduct and Declaration of Acceptance of Office forms.
5. Parish Finances

i. Current Position Bank Reconciliation. The November reconciliation (December statements not received in time for this meeting) was reviewed and approved by the Councillors






ii. Cheques to sign
1. Parish On Line £60 – signed by CW and MB




iii. Donations – last year we minuted that we would donate £200 to PCAP – all agreed. Have previously donated £50 to Woodborough PCC, but there has been no request this year. However, all councillors agreed to continue with this – CW will contact Penny Bond.






iv. Budget for 2018/19. After some discussion on the detail, the proposed budget for 2018/2019 was accepted and approved by the Councillors

v. Setting of precept. The proposed precept for 2018/2019 was approved by all the Councillors. TP to formally submit the request by the deadline – post meeting note – this was submitted on 16/1/2018




6. Highways

i. Bottlesford Road HGV incidents - Signs
Not yet been erected. Some increase in large vehicles. CW to chase Highways




ii. Speedwatch – metro count at Wild’s Farm
 This has not been deployed at the site requested, and will be followed up with support from PO to be redeployed once we have the results. 
iii. Verge cutting update and timing decision
TP requested a quote from Last Landscapes, but was informed they do not have the necessary equipment. It was therefore agreed to revert to Simon Jackson Contractors for the PC funded cut. TP to inform MB from WCC who confirmed to TP via email that the WCC cut would take place between June and August and he would ensure there was a reasonable gap between the cuts. Councillors to inform TP when to arrange the PC funded cut.  



7. Ongoing Issues

i. North Newnton pavement – 
1. Update on section 106 monies – still on going to see if we can move these monies to the footpath. Likely to run on for the next 12 months
2. General update
  The application for sustainable funding was not successful. PO and MM have been reviewing the strategy and phases. PO to speak to Bridget Wayman Cabinet Member for Highways and will re-bid later in the year






ii. Martin’s  Close pavement - update
- this has not yet been completed, and will be followed up by PO





8. Training – decisions/actions required
i. Data Protection/Governance 
- still unclear as to how this will impact on small councils . TP to contact other Councils to see if there is any advice we can utilise. Post meeting note – NALC will be providing a toolkit for PC use and have clarified that Clerks cannot take the role of Data Protection Officer




ii. Clerks Training
(see TP email paper)





a. Finance – update on internet banking
Not yet been successful CW to follow up on letter received by Lloyds. Once TP is signatory then internet banking can be implemented. There was a suggestion that alternatives could be researched, but this will entail much more work and disruption.



b. Annual Parish Meeting discussion (b/f from last meeting) –Councillor agreed to hold a separate Annual Parish Meeting on Saturday 12th May pm and combine it with a NP update. KB to investigate whether this could take place at the Seven Stars. The AGM and first PC meeting of the year will still take place on Monday 14th May at 7pm. Planning for the APM to be brought forward to the next meeting.

9. IT/Website development
- DB reported that it was unlikely that current provider will be able or willing to make the changes we would want. Proposal from Town & Parish Council Websites was circulated to all councillors with a request for feedback to TP by Monday 22nd. TP to list regular updates to be included (eg police reports)

10. Other project suggestions
i. Noticeboard for Bottlesford/Broad St corner update – DB has reviewed options. The Councillors agreed a noticeboard at a cost of  £739 plus vat.  DB to send link to TP to order in blue. It was agreed we should have North Newnton Parish Council as a header with any additional cost agreed.
11. Buckingham Palace Garden Party nominations (see email from TP 6/1)
 CW  did not wish to be nominated.


12. Register of Interests (see email from TP 6/1) – CW to assist MB, DB to assist KB. 
13. Questions from the public (max 15 mins) The member of the public commented that he was able to access communication about the Parish easily, although most recent minutes could not be found on the website. He suggested that the Welsh BS as an alternative to Lloyds Bank
